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We need to work on:
Priority 1: To continue to introduce the implementation of the new CES Prayer and Liturgy document ‘To Love you more Dearly’, in line with diocesan requirements. In order to not only deepen faith but to also support the holistic wellbeing of our pupils.  
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Priority 2: To raise literacy teaching standrads and develop pupil writing.
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Priority 3: To increase opportunities for pupils to select and apply their mathematical skills and strategies in authentic, real-life contexts and problem-solving activities with appropriate levels of challenge and support. This will involve the use of enquiry research strategies. 

Priority 4: To develop growth in areas of tracking, progression and quality assurance within the DCF (Digital Competence Framework.)

As a Catholic school we provide an education that is rooted in Gospel Values with Christ at the Centre. 

The school’s curriculum is assisted through the use of Curriculum Maestro which we adapted to ensure pupils receive a broad and balanced coverage of the curriculum. Our curriculum has been developed within a Catholic school context and is based on our local identity. We have embedded the virtues within the Catholic Pupil profile across the curriculum and aligned them with the four purposes. 

We are an inclusive school with high levels of ALN/ EAL support. We effectively track and monitor pupil progress and maintain good relationships with parents in discussing any support and provision required. As a school we value and respect everyone and pride ourselves in good relationships and a positive ethos. 
We work closely with the local Catholic cluster to ensure successful transition of our pupils. We have an open door policy for parents which also includes regular communication through class and weekly newsletters, text alerts and website. Al classes have incorporated online working to support learning at home.   
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
